Which draw should I enter in?

If you have any questions about which draw you should enter, please do not hesitate to call.  We would be glad to help place you in the appropriate division/draw.

How are the draws executed?

Singles and Doubles have a two match guarantee.  While the first round winners will move on in the draw, the losers will have the opportunity to play for consolation medals.  Trophies (or medals) will be awarded to the champion, runner-up, and consolation winner of each division.

For larger tournaments, players may be limited to 2 divisions.  New tennis balls will be provided for each match.

Schedule
Every effort will be made to finish the tournament on Saturday.  Some championship and consolation finals may have to be played on Sunday.  In the event of rain, the tournament may be moved indoors at an additional fee or postponed until Sunday.

First round singles matches of all tournaments will begin at 8:00a.m.  You will be contacted if you have a later start time.

Tournament Information
Singles Division
A (Open): These players have played quite a bit of tennis before, usually at the college or high school varsity level and continue to play on a regular basis.  Most competitive of our divisions USTA* 4.0+ and above level players.

B+: These players are good players, but do not have the experience or skills of the A division players.  Usually USTA 3.5-4.0 level players.

B: These players have limited tennis experience and some may be just starting to learn the game.  This division is designed for those who have fun playing tennis, but are not all-stars.  This would be a USTA 3.0 and below.
